To submit nomina-
tion by petition requires 130 signatures of current CCCU members (at least age 18). Contact CCCU for details. Nominations cannot be made during the
annual meeting on May 20th, 2026. If no additional nominees are brought forward and there are the same number of nominees and vacancies, then the
election will not occur. If, on the ‘record date’, yours would be the SSN used for an account and you are 18 or older, you are recognized as the voter. If on
the ‘record date’, the account used an EIN, then any ‘signer’ to the account is recognized as the ‘agent’ to vote for that member account. The record date is
established a few days before voting starts when a voter list is derived from our account records for the independent election administrator.
